Allstudents are metat the flightarrival gate onarrival. Childrenand juniors are supervised atall times.

THE SHARED TRANSFER SERVICE BY COACH

Atall airports operates on arrival between 09:00 hours and 17:00 hours (waiting time 0 — 3 hours) and on departure for flights leaving be tween
10:30 hours and 18:00 hours.

Juniors (aged 15and under) must use our transfer service or be accompanied by a responsible adultaged 18 orover.

RESIDENTIAL ACCOMMODATION

Students stayin multinational dormitories with other students from different countries. Twin and single rooms are also available — full
accommodation details available foreach centre on request. Group members should all hawe either full board or half board and shared orsingle
room.

LESSON TIMES

Students receive 3hoursactual teaching perday, total 15hours perweek. Residential Courses have morning lessons and aftemoon sports and
activities. All members of a group must have the same course of lessons.
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SUPERVISION OF HOME-STAY JUNIORS

The safety of our junior students isour prime concem. We ensure that theyare always under the supenision of our trained staff whetherin class
or participating inactivities. Our home-stay juniorstudents are placed in experienced families. Each centre has a junior liaison officer responsible
foroverall supenision.

Social dubexcursion tickets are sold to juniorstudents aged 15and under on the understanding that theyagree tostay with the staff escort,
groupleaderoranother responsible adultatall imes. For those kids residing with families, after full day coach trips we arrange for students to
leave the coach dose to their families and afterevening activities. Activity Leaders will ensure that theirstudents gethome safely.

NOTE: Please note that Children aged 10and 11 musthave a Residential Course.

POCKET MONEY
Students taking a Residential Course need only bring their personal spending money - everythingelseis induded. Students pocket moneymay
be deposited with the centre either before or on arrival. Notice of 2days mustbe given whenlarge amounts of pocket moneyare required.

ACTIVITY PROGRAMMES
All Residential courses and Residential Home-stay courses include a comprehensive Activity Programme of excursions, sports and activities — the
programmes are run by our resident Activity Leaders and their teams.

The school resenes the right to amend the activity programme according to prevailing circumstances and to substitute one activity for another.
The replacementwill be of equal or greater value. The school also reseres the right to change the orderofactivities. Tickets are non-
transferable. Booking foran activity programme or additional trips must normally be for the complete group. We cannot guarantee a choice of
Social Qubactivities for reservations made after April 15th.

INSURANCE
Itisnow alegal requirement to take outaninsurance policy to cover students against travel and medical problemand cancellations or
termination of the course. The school offers an insurance policy designed for students of English UKschools at £5 per week.

RESERVATION

To awid having too manystudents of any one nationality atthe school atany one time there are a limited number of places on ewvery course for
each nationality. Resenationshould therefore be made as earyas possible.

To make a resenation fora number of group places we must receive:

= Adepositof£150 GBP perstudent to be irrevocably credited to our bankaccount for the exact number of places to be reserved.
= Deposit for July courses must be paid by April 15th and for August courses by May 15th.

=  The balance of the total groupinvoice mustbe credited to ourbankaccountnolater than 21 days before the arrival date.
