THE SHARED TRANSFER SERVICE BY COACH

Atall airports operates on arrival between 09:00 hours and 17:00 hours (waiting time 0 — 3 hours) and on departure forflights leaving between 10:30
hours and 18:00 hours.

LESSON TIMES

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SUPERVISION OF JUNIOR STUDENTS
The safetyof our juniorstudents isourprime concem. We ensure that theyare always under the supenision of our trained staff whetherin cdass or
participatingin activities. Each centre has a juniorliaison officer responsible for overall supenision.

Social dubexcursion tickets are sold to junior students aged 15and under on the understanding that theyagree tostay with the staff escort, group
leader oranotherresponsible adultatall times.

POCKET MONEY
Students taking a Residential Course need only bring their personal spending money - everythingelseis induded. Student's pocket moneymay be
deposited with the centre eitherbefore or on arrival. Notice of 2days mustbe given when large amounts of pocket moneyare required.

ACTIVITY PROGRAMMES
All Residential courses and Residential Home-stay courses include a comprehensive Activity Programme ofexcursions,sports and activities — the
programmes are run by our resident Activity Leaders and their teams.

The school resenes the right to amend the activity programme according to prevailing circumstances and to substitute one activity foranother. The
replacementwill be of equal or greatervalue.

INSURANCE

the course. The school offers an insurance policy designed for students of English UK schools at £5 per week.

RESERVATION

To make a resenation fora number of group places we must receive:

= Adepositof £150 GBP perstudent to be irrevocably credited to our bankaccount for the exact number of places to be reserved.
= Deposit for July courses mustbe paid by April 15th and for August courses by May 15th.

=  The balance of the total groupinvoice mustbe credited to our bankaccountnolater than 21 days before the arrival date.

The Enrolment Form on its own though does not constitute a reservation and does not guarantee availability of places.

On receipt of the Enrolment Form we will send a Proformainvoice togetherwitha Student Details Form which mustbe completedand returned to us
with the full and final details of the studentsin the group no less than 30 days before the arrival date.

CANCELLATIONS AND CHANGES FOR GROUPS
